6.  Año Nuevo one thousand years ago.  What was it like?

7.  Farming at Año Nuevo in the 1800s.

8.  Early Spanish explorers on the California Coast.

9.  Protection of the environment.

10. Research programs.  What are the UCSC researchers doing today?

11. For kids:  Science at work at Año Nuevo.

12. The food chain.  Who eats whom?  In the ocean and on land.

13. Experiences at Año Nuevo for people with disabilities.
     Physical disabilities -- the Equal Access program.
     Blind, deaf, and elderly visitors.

14. Año Nuevo a hundred years from now -- what will it be like?
